Title IV — AML Reauthorization

OSM'’s fee collection authority under SMCRA terminated on
September 30, 2004.

It was temporarily extended for short periods in various
legislation through late 2007.

OSM'’s fee collection authority was finally extended through FY
2021 in P.L. 109-432 (SMCRA Amendments Act of 2006) on
December 20, 2006.

OSM is currently working on rules to fully implement the
legislation later this year.

Excess Spoil Minimization/Stream Buffer Zone Rule — Draft EIS released

for public review on August 24, 2007, with new proposed rule.

Ownership and Control Rule — The proposed rule was published on

December 29, 2003. Settlement of lawsuit by National Mining

Association on our 2000 rule. Pending issuance of a revised proposed

rule.

Transfer, Assignment, or Sale of Permit Rights — The proposed rule was
published on January 26, 2005. Pending issuance of a revised proposed

rule.

Coal Refuse — The proposed rule was published on January 17, 2007.

Permit Application Packages — The proposed rule was published on

August 14, 2007. Comment period closes on October 15, 2007.

Interim final rules on remining will be published later this year.

Goals of the Initiative

Plant more high-value hardwood trees on reclaimed surface mined
lands in Appalachia.

Increase the survival and growth rate of the planted trees.
Expedite the establishment of forest habitat through natural selection.

30, 2%07, ten nationwide and six individual certifications were
issued.
